For the first time in its 17 year history, Penwith Housing Association (PHA) will lower the rents for thousands of its 
tenants from next month (April).

Cornish MP, Matthew Taylor, new chair of the National Housing Federation cut the first turf at the start of the 
building of 40 homes at Gerrans, near Portscatho, on the Roseland peninsula on Wednesday 17 February 2010.
